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No More School Work in the Summer

When summer comes I say, “I’m not working, it is Summer!”  That is OK to say when school is out and it really is summer.   But sometimes I think it is summer when I am still in school.  But, there really is a day that is the FIRST DAY OF SUMMER.  That day is the SOLSTICE.  It is the beginning of summer in the Northern Hemisphere.

This year it is June 21, 2014 at 6:51 A.M.  THEN…I will be out of school!

The timing of the solstice depends on when the Sun reaches its farthest point north of the equator. 

The word solstice is from the Latin solstitium, from sol (sun) and stitium (to stop), reflecting the fact that the Sun appears to stop at this time (and again at the winter solstice).

In temperate regions, we notice that the Sun is higher in the sky throughout the day, and its rays strike Earth at a more direct angle, causing the warming we call summer. 
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This summer solstice is the day with the most hours of sunlight during the whole year!
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So I know I need to keep working in school until school is out.  It is not the SOLSTICE yet!!
